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The Early Childhood Learning Center, (ECLC) is an early childhood development program for children birth to 5 years and their families. ECLC is a center-based program that serves children in a full-day program option with optional after-hours child care for families that are working or going to school full-time. Both programs are federal early child development and school readiness programs created by an Act of Congress, approved by the President of the United States of America and funded by American taxpayers.
Vision
Every Child’s Spirit will be Respected, Nurtured and Loved. 
Mission
The Coeur d’Alene Tribe Early Childhood Learning Center is committed to ensuring educational, family, health, disability and safety services that meet the needs of participating children and their families.
OHS Expectations: 
1. Adopt and align established OHS goals from the revised Framework. 
2. Create and implement a plan of action for achieving the goals 
3. Assess child progress on an ongoing basis and aggregate and analyze data three times per year. 
4. Examine data for patterns of progress for groups of children in order to develop and implement a plan for program improvement. 
5. Share information with the school districts to create universal alignments with programs. 
“Head Start defines school readiness as children possessing the skills, knowledge, and attitudes necessary for success in school and for later learning and life. The Head Start Approach to School Readiness means that children are ready for school, families are ready to support their children’s learning, and schools are ready for children. Head Start is a leader in the early childhood field with a strong, clear, and comprehensive focus on all aspects of healthy development, including physical, cognitive, and social and emotional development, all of which are essential to children getting ready for school.”
Family Engagement: The principles of building relationships with families that support family well-being, strong parent-child relationships and ongoing learning and development of parents and children. Family engagement refers to the beliefs, attitudes, behaviors and activities of families that support their children’s positive development. 

School Readiness Goals for Families & Program Goals that Support School Readiness and Family Engagement are carefully designed based upon data from the Community Assessment, Self-Assessment, content-area data reports and Child Outcome Reports. Data trends are analyzed and Annual Program Goals are developed in conjunction with Leadership Team, Policy Council, Tribal Council, Community Partners and Families. 


School readiness goals:
· Are broad statements that articulate the knowledge and skills for preschool children in the five essential domains as they enter kindergarten 
· Articulate high expectations for children’s progress 
· Establish the foundation for assessment 

Effective school readiness goals for infants, toddlers and Preschoolers should reflect an understanding and acknowledgement of: 
· The rapid period of growth and development that occurs during the Early years;
· The critical impact of brain development occurring prenatally and during the early years on all later learning; 
· The foundational nature of developing skills, knowledge, and attitudes in the early years necessary for success in school and for later learning in life; and 
· The fact that development and learning are rooted in culture and supported by the family. The child’s language(s), knowledge, traditions, and family expectations are the primary influences on development.   


The following elements are taken into consideration and aligned when developing school readiness goals:  
Head Start Child Development and Early Learning Framework
State Early Learning Standards or guidelines
Dual Language Learners (DLL) Standards 
State Quality Rating Improvement Systems (QRIS). 
Requirements and expectations of the schools the children will attend 
Include parents in the development of goals for their children

ECLC goals and objectives were created to promote growth and learning in the five essential domains of school readiness identified by the National Education Goals Panel and are represented in the inner circle of the Early Learning Framework. School readiness goals are aligned with the Head Start Child Outcomes Framework; Idaho eLearning Guidelines, and expectations of the schools the children will be attending. Data analysis that supports the goals comes from the analysis of center-wide data collected by each content area, (Health, Mental Health, Disabilities, Nutrition, Family Service and ERSEA).   




ECLC utilizes the Creative Curriculum as the foundation for planning and Teaching Strategies GOLD for assessing children’s growth, through the Cycle of Assessment as an on-going assessment system for all enrolled children. Teaching Strategies GOLD Assessment areas of development and learning indicators are aligned with Idaho State Early Learning Standards and the Head Start Early Learning Framework.  The School Readiness goals reflect the expectations for children’s progress across the domains as described in the Head Start Framework. We also incorporate the Teaching Strategies Gold domains and objectives. The areas are Social and Emotional Development; Language Development and Literacy; Approaches to Learning; Cognition and General Knowledge; and Physical Well-Being and Motor Development.  Teachers, parents and representatives from our main school district (Plummer-Worley Joint School District #44) participated in the development of the goals for school readiness for all Early Head Start/Head Start children.   Methods for gathering input include Home Visits, Parent/Teacher Conferences, Interagency Agreement meetings, Enrollment visits and parent meetings.

Children will demonstrate beginning math skills through recognizing shapes and spatial relationships; recognizing and creating patterns; using math concepts and numeracy in everyday routines within the range of typical development for their age.
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During the 2012-2013 school year, on-going assessment of student learning was completed in six areas of learning and development: social-emotional, physical (fine and large motor), language, cognitive, literacy, and mathematics.  This assessment was completed using the Teaching Strategies Gold assessment system.  Data was summarized for each child and reviewed at the program level three times during the year – fall, winter, and spring.  
The purpose of this report is to share the progress EHS/HS children made through this school year.  We want recognize and celebrate the success of children, and the commitment of their families, teachers, Family Service support, Community partners, and the rest of the staff, who supported, encouraged, and taught them!
Early Head Start
The chart below highlights the Pre/Post Data for EHS children. Fall to spring comparisons show the growth in developmental areas with the highest number of children not meeting age expectations at the beginning of the year.  Though overall we did have growth in most areas, Social and Emotional Development, Cognition, and Literacy Development are goals for the upcoming school year.  Math Development actually regressed due to children getting older and expectations being higher.








Head Start:

The follow chart shows the same comparison for preschool children.  Our Preschool children showed significant growth in all areas from the fall checkpoints to the spring checkpoints.  Our areas of focus continue to be Social and Emotional Development, Literacy Development, and Mathematics.  Though we showed growth, we would like to see more significant change in these areas.

Kindergarten Readiness:
The following chart includes only those children going on to kindergarten in the fall.  Our Kindergarteners showed significant growth.  

The majority of children met or exceeded expectations for their age indicating a “readiness” for future school success!
