Background
The purpose of the Johnson-O’Malley (JOM) program is to meet the specialized and unique educational needs of Indian children attending public and some Tribal schools through the use of supplemental education programs.  It was first passed by Congress in 1934.

The Johnson-O'Malley Supplemental Indian Education Program Modernization Act before Congress in 2014, amends the Johnson-O'Malley Act to direct the Secretary of the Interior to enter into contracts with tribal organizations, Indian Corporations, public school districts, or states to provide educational benefits to Indian students who attend public elementary or secondary schools.

The funds are used in several ways:
· Remedial instruction, counseling, and cultural programs 
· Science, technology, engineering, and mathematics (STEM) courses  
· Important needs, such as school supplies and items that enable students to participate in curricular and extra-curricular programs 
· Program activities that were available to Indian students under contracts entered into under the Act before October 1, 2012 
· Targeted and culturally sensitive dropout prevention activities
